Invertebrate Investigations
Using various biology books and resources, research your specific invertebrate and make a presentation that includes the following information.  This will require some research and work outside of class!
· Scientific and common names within the Phylum

· Examples

· Pictures or other visual aids

· Physical Characteristics (including type of symmetry)

· Feeding, Digestion, and Nutrition – What do they eat?  How do they eat?

· Respiration – How do they breathe?

· Circulation – How do they transport materials within their bodies?

· Excretion – How do they get rid of waste?

· Reproduction – How do they reproduce?

· Nervous System – How do they “think” or respond to stimuli?

· Locomotion – How do they move around?

· Range - Where do they live? In what kind of habitats can they be found?

· Importance in the world

· Creativity must be included – act something out, compose a song, write a poem, dress up as your invertebrate, etc.

· All group members must have a visible role in the presentation.

· Presentation is at least 10-15 minutes long.

I will check off each item during your presentation as a way of grading you.  Be sure to use these goals as a way of preparing your presentation.
