Objective:

To investigate the effect of fatigue on the action of your muscles and to relate your observations to cellular respiration

Clothespin

Watch or clock

Procedure:

1. As quickly as your can, open and close the clothespin for 30 seconds with the thumb and index finger of your dominant hand.  Try to do this as many times as you can in 30 seconds.

2. Record your results in the data table.

3. Repeat 9 more times with the same hand.  DO NOT REST BETWEEN TRIALS!

4. After completing the data with your dominant hand, use your non-dominant hand and repeat the procedure.
